Five lessons for the Grasshopper and the Vet

American author Kenneth Blanchard said
“The key to successful leadership is influence,
not authority.”

HILLAIR FORCE BASE, Utah -- Many
of the leadership pieces I read seem drab,
overdone and generally uninteresting. I’m no
expert on the topic, but I've spent 18 months
working in Hill’s public affairs office, and
been lucky enough to train under one of the
best leaders I've ever met.

Being the young buck in my office has al-
lowed me to learn from my mentors and oc-
casionally lead the way. Leaders can be young
or old, seasoned or inexperienced, but the fol-
lowing principles can help the young grass-
hopper just as they can the sensei. I don’t care
if you’re turning wrenches or sitting behind a
desk, whether you’re at the top of the chain
of command or you’re the grunt, these lessons
apply to you.

1. Don’t take things for granted.

Some of the most uncomplicated, un-
challenging tasks are the ones I’ve stumbled
upon. I've sent a news release to the media
with the “draft” watermark hovering in 60
point font in the background; something I
smacked myself for later when I was asked
about it by a well-renowned reporter. Your

erything you do.

2. Trust your people.

Give your people a strategic vision and
don’t hold the reigns so tightly. In some cases
there are many ways to get a job done well,
so take the monkey off your back and let your
staff work for you. As Steven Covey wrote,
managers spend much more time handling
subordinates’ problems than they faintly real-
ize. As I cannot go into meticulous detail on
this important point, I strongly recommend his
piece in the Harvard Business Review, “Man-
agement Time: Who’s got the Monkey?”

3. Come to your leadership with solu-
tions.

When presenting a problem to your boss,
come to the table with some possible solu-
tions. Determining the best way forward can
be talked through only after you’ve thought
out potential resolutions. Getting your boss’s
perspective and direction is one thing; hop-
ing your boss can come up with the answer
to your problem is another. Coming to your
leadership with recommendations not only
puts you a step ahead in working through the
predicament, it puts you on another level with
your boss.

4. Communication is more important
than you realize.

Communication is critical in a working re-
lationship. Most who aren’t meeting expecta-
tions aren’t communicating enough with their

boss’s priorities are, how are you to know what
your priorities should be? Thinking ahead and
helping solve your boss’s problems from your
level goes a long way in your relationship
with them. Communicating with your leader-
ship and remaining aware of what challenges
they are facing allows you to do this.

5. Never think you have it all figured out.

There is a reason this is the final lesson --
it’s the most important. Regardless if you are
a commander, supervisor, director, or indus-
try expert, always remember there is more to
learn. Be humble. You have to trust there are
people who can teach you things you don’t
know, and sometimes show you a better way
to do things. Realize we are all in this together
and no one person has all the answers.

Whether you’re a leader or not is up to you.
The tag on your shirt or the title behind your
name has no bearing on your ability to lead. If
you’re going to be a leader, be a good one. If
you choose to follow, do that well also. Good
leaders have been good followers.

If you’re the younger, more inexperienced
person in your shop like I am, realize that you
have the capability to lead. Find a clear-cut
leader in your organization and allow them
to mentor you. Find someone who will take
you under their wing and teach you, someone
who will occasionally allow you to fail, which
in turn will enable you to succeed. Someday
you may be in the boss’s chair, but that won’t

the original Tuskegee Airmen, Charles Ellington and James
Shipley, who flew approximately 70 years ago during World
War II when the U.S. military was racially segregated.

Although most of us do not remember this era in the mili-
tary, it remains an important piece of our history that taught
us lessons we should never forget. During this time, most
black soldiers and sailors were restricted to labor battalions
and other support positions. The U.S. Army Air Forces—as
we were called back then—proved that given equal opportu-

* ! nity and training, African-Americans
could fly and fight alongside the best.

They were called the Tuskegee
Airmen, but they are referred to now
as heroes who helped pave the way
for integration of the U.S. armed ser-
vices. Although the Air Force led the
way in this effort, these Airmen, most
I of whom have passed on, endured
unjustified hardships. It has been said they fought two wars,
one against the Germans and the other against the U.S. Army
Air Forces and society.

In today’s military, we haven’t lived the same experiences
of Charles and James. In fact, some of the hardships they and
their comrades endured seem foreign to us who serve in to-
day’s military. We owe it to these two heroes, and the rest of
the Tuskegee Airmen to remember their challenges, but more
importantly, their resiliency and commitment.

February is Black History Month, a time Americans re-
flect on our country’s history and appreciate the steps made
by our predecessors to bring us where we are today. I encour-
age each of you to remember our past and not forget these
Airmen who helped shape today’s Air Force and changed it
forever.

WARRENSBURG, Mo. -- More than
200 Team Whiteman and community mem-
bers honored two original members of the
Tuskegee Airmen during a reception at Car-
mike Cinemas Feb.4.

The Warrensburg Chamber of Commerce
hosted a reception prior to the screening of
the movie “Red Tails”. The event honored
the Heart of America Tuskegee Airmen
Group in conjunction with the celebration of
Black History Month.

“The reason you are here is to celebrate a
group of men who were not treated as equals
but succeeded despite that,” said Brig. Gen.
Scott Vander Hamm, 509th Bomb Wing
commander.

James Shipley, 88, of Tipton,
Mo., Tuskegee Airmen crew
chief with the 332nd Fighter

Among those who prevailed were James
Shipley, 88, of Tipton, Mo., a crew chief with
the 332nd Fighter Group who served in Eu-
rope, and Charles Ellington, 88, of Olathe,
Kan., a radio operator with the 332nd, who
served in the states during World War II. The
Tuskegee Airmen signed autographs, shared
stories and posed for dozens of photographs
with local residents, Whiteman Airmen and
their families.

During WWII, African-Americans in
many states and the military were still sub-
jected to the Jim Crow Laws, which defined
segregation of public places, transportation,
restrooms, restaurants and drinking foun-
tains. The Tuskegee Airmen were the first
black military Airmen in the United States to
volunteer to serve their country during this
time.

An experiment in the U.S. Army Air
Force showed that when given adequate
training, blacks could fly and support combat
units as well as anyone. The Tuskegee Air-
men served with distinction in combat and
directly contributed to the integration of the
armed services.

White bomber pilots who came to Italy
with typical segregationist views flew along-
side the Red Tails and had their ideas trans-
formed by the black pilots because of their
superior flying skills. Many of these bomber
crews often requested the Red Tails for escort.

In 1948 President Harry S. Truman ended
segregation in the military with the signing
of Executive Order 9981. Although Truman
ended segregation in the military, blacks
faced prejudice for many years thereafter.

It wasn’t until March 2007, more than

300 Tuskegee Airmen (or their widows)
received a Congressional Gold Medal at a
ceremony to honor their heroic efforts. The
decoration is the highest civilian award in the
U.S. and is awarded to individuals who per-
form an outstanding deed or act of service to
the security, prosperity and national interest
of the U.S.

“I appreciate all the people who came
up and shook my hand,” Shipley said. “It
lifts my spirits and made me feel real good.
I didn’t come in the military thinking I was
going to change anything, but it feels good
knowing I did.”

Although neither Shipley or Ellington
didn’t change anything alone, they did with
the help of nearly 14,600 individuals who
helped change a nation and who helped
change how brethren in arms see each other.

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Registration of firearms on base

The Air Force will require that all bases implement registration procedures for resi-
dents that also reside in military family housing, commonly referred to as base hous-

ing.

In the past, wing commanders deter-
mined the how, what, when, where and
why’s of registering weapons on base with
one exception. All dormitory and temporary
lodging facility residents were required to
register their firearms and store them in the
509th Security Forces Squadron armory or
off base.

Currently, the Air Force is taking a more
direct stance in this issue and is requiring all
bases to implement registration procedures
for residents that also reside in military fam-
ily housing, commonly referred to as base
housing.

During this month, the 509th Bomb
Wing public affairs team and the 509th SFS
resource protection office will send out in-

formation to inform the base populace on
how this affects Whiteman AFB.

In order to ensure the process operates
smoothly, Whiteman AFB will take a series
of steps. The first step will inform the base
populace that registration of firearms is re-
quired. The second step is to train personnel
appointed as Firearm Registration Monitors
on their responsibilities. Training times will
be scheduled for those appointed as FRMs.
The third will initiate the start of the regis-
tration process which begins March 1, 2012
and the goal is to complete the registration
process within 90 days.
