Wing participates in roll-by

Whiteman was rollin’ Sept. 23-24.
Cols. Matt Erichsen, 509th Bomb Wing vice comman-

der and Connie Davis, 509th Mission Support Group com-
mander, conducted the annual vehicle roll-by inspection. 

This year more than 360 of Whiteman’s vehicles were
inspected. The 63.35 percent easily outdistanced the 48
percent rate in 2003.

Planning for the inspection took approximately two
months and is a team effort; ranging from vehicle manage-
ment, to the vehicle control officer, to the Airmen respon-
sible for the general maintenance of vehicles. 

“You could tell the troops were proud of their vehi-
cles,” Colonel Erichsen said. “From the newest pickup to
the classic vintage, we had some great looking (vehicles).”

While the entire vehicle is subject to inspection, the
colonels primarily focused on the vehicles’ appearance
inside and outside appearance. 

“The roll-by let us actively confirm that we continue to
exceed the standard in the quality of our vehicle mainte-
nance,” the vice commander said.

The event was broken into two six-hour sessions during
the two days. On the first day, vehicles primarily used on
the flight line were pre-positioned in front of Bldg. 33 and
inspected there by the colonels. 

The second day of the inspection began in the 509th
Civil Engineer Squadron heavy equipment yard where
snow removal vehicles were examined. Finally, the
colonels were taken to the north ramp where other vehicles
paraded by during a three-hour period.

The vehicle roll-by is primarily used to establish the
refurbishment plan for the next fiscal year, so maximum
participation is necessary, said Tech. Sgt. Chris Morris
509th Logistics Readiness Squadron. He said it’s unrealis-

tic to anticipate that every vehicle on base be available
during these two days, so 60 percent is the set goal for suc-
cess. In 2002, a record 77 percent of vehicles were inspect-
ed.  

“The VCO’s seem to be taking good care of their vehi-
cle assets,” Colonel Davis said.

Guidance for conducting the roll-by primarily comes
from Air Combat Command Instruction 24-350 which
states all wing vehicles will be inspected by the wing com-
mander.

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Changing weather means extra care on road

With summer ending, fall beginning and
winter around the corner, we should think
about adjusting our driving techniques to
meet the changing road and weather condi-
tions.  This information might help you
deal with the challenges of driving on wet,
icy or snow-covered roads.

Wet roads— Be sure to slow your
speed and leave a safe distance between
your vehicle and the vehicle in front of
you.

When it starts to rain, water mixes with
the dust and oil on the road to form a slick,
greasy film. Fallen leaves on the road can
also reduce tire traction. The wet pavement
may make it harder for you to stay on the
road on curves. It will also take longer to
stop your vehicle. 

On wet pavement, your tires may ride
on the water rather than the pavement. This
is known as “hydroplaning,” meaning loss
of traction and control. Hydroplaning can
happen at speeds over 35 mph. In a severe
rainstorm, the tires can lose all contact
with the road at 55 mph.

If you think your tires are hydroplaning,
take your foot off the accelerator and slow
down. Don’t hit the brakes — this may
cause you to skid. To avoid hydroplaning:

✔ Have good tires with deep treads on
your vehicle. 

✔ Keep tires properly inflated. 
✔ Slow down during rainstorms or

when the pavement is wet. 
✔ It is very dangerous to drive in fog. If

you must drive in fog, you should:
✔ Reduce your speed. 
✔ Be alert and ready to stop. 
✔ Keep your headlights on low beam.

In fog, you will see less if your lights are
on high beam. 

If the fog becomes so thick you can’t
see, pull completely off the road and stop.
Leave your lights and emergency flashers
ON. 

Tires — Your vehicle should have tires
that are rated for driving in snow. If they
are not, you should have chains ready to
put on your tires during bad weather.  Even
if you have snow tires or chains, you can-
not drive safely on snow or ice at normal
speeds. If there is snow or ice on the road -
slow down.

Winter driving —Before leaving
home, clean all snow and ice off your win-
dows, headlights and taillights. Be sure
your windshield wipers and defroster are
working. No matter how far you are going
to drive, never start driving until all snow
and ice are removed and windows are

Prices for most issue uniform items
sold at Army & Air Force Exchange Ser-
vice military clothing sales stores will
decrease on today.  

The annual price changes at the
Defense Supply Center in Philadelphia
will go into effect and the overall prices
for issue items will drop by a little more
than one percent.

“This year, the temperate battle dress
uniform coats and the Air Force men’s
and women’s lightweight jackets are the
only items with any significant price
increase — and that increase is less than
$4 per item,” said Hazel Green, DSCP
planner at headquarters AAFES. 

AAFES never makes a prof i t  on
DSCP items since they’re always sold at
cost. Price decreases, or conversely
increases, are determined by the DSCP
and passed along to the customers via

AAFES stores.
The DSCP is the sole military supply

source for issue merchandise. DSCP items
sold by AAFES made up 57 percent of the
total MCSS’ sales in fiscal 2003.  

In addition to DSCP items, AAFES
offers higher-quality optional items in
order to give customers more choices.  

On the other end of the spectrum,
AAFES offers Exchange Select insignia
products that sell for 30 to 60 percent less
than name-brand equivalents. 

“If you can’t find what you are looking
for, let your MCSS manager know so they
can get the item you need. Our MCSS
managers have a great network and cross-
level merchandise everyday to take care
of their customers’ needs,” said David
Lumbley, Divisional Merchandise Manag-
er for MCSS. 

The MCSS concept was established
by a Congressional charter for the Air
Force in the mid 70s and for the Army in
1981.

Some Airmen can carry over ‘use or lose’
RANDOLPH AIR FORCE BASE,

Texas (AFPN) —Active-duty Airmen
who were unable to take leave because
they supported contingency operations
may be allowed to accumulate more than
the normal 60 days after the fiscal year
ends.

Those affected can retain up to 120 days
of leave until Sept. 30, 2005, said Air
Force Personnel Center officials here. 

“This program is meant to enable peo-
ple to take leave they’ve earned,” said
Senior Master Sgt. Don Taylor, the center's
customer support operations superinten-
dent. 

The carry-over leave must be taken in
2005 so Airmen do not lose leave next
year, he said.

The online
pay account information system of the Defense Finance and Account-
ing Service, myPay, offers new enhancements and upgrades for all
users. All myPay users can assign a restricted access personal identi-
fication number to a designated individual to view pay information;
however, the designee can’t make any changes to the allotments or
account information. Users also can add a personal e-mail address to
be notified of pay changes and other items of interest. Also, active-
duty Airmen can view 12 months of leave and earning statements, and
start, stop and change financial allotments and savings bonds. Cur-
rently, myPay has nearly 3 million users with customized PINs and
serves all service members, military retirees and annuitants, Depart-
ment of Defense civilian employees and Department of Energy
employees.

Tech. Sgt. Annette Keyes, 509th Bomb Wing, received
the Whiteman Spirit Award from Col. Chris Miller, 509th
BW commander, Monday. 

Lt. Col. Cheryl Thompson, 509th BW Staff Judge
Advocate, nominated Sergeant Keyes for this award for
filling a void after the law office manager moved. 

Since July, Sergeant Keyes has managed the 20-person
legal office. During this time, she taught herself budget,
civilian personnel systems, equipment management, how
to do officer and enlisted performance reviews, decoration
management and execution, office suspense program, and
temporary duty order preparation. She also supervised 10
paralegals, one civilian and one enlisted information man-
agement specialist. 

“She did this while maintaining total control of the
full-time workload — she manages and works as the
NCOIC of Civil Law,” Colonel Thompson said. “With the
increase in court martial workload, Sergeant Keyes took
over as the NCOIC responsible for training the paralegals
during the weekly training sessions. These weekly two-
hour training sessions are critical for the upgrade of our
new 3-level paralegals and for the continuing education of
our more experienced paralegals.”

Sergeant Keyes kept the office running smoothly even
though there was no one to work at the front desk regular-
ly. 

“She was directly responsible for hiring the new front
desk secretary, cutting through all the red tape with the
new civilian personnel system,” the JAG said.

The annual Fire Prevention Week begins Sunday and
ends Oct. 9. This year’s theme is “Test Your Smoke
Alarms.”

This week, take time to do some or all of these:
✔ Test all smoke and carbon monoxide detectors.
✔ Ensure family members know two ways out of your

home.
✔ Establish a meeting place outside of the home.
✔ Practice a home fire drill.
✔ Never re-enter a burning building.
✔ Don’t leave stoves unattended while cooking.
✔ Don’t leave burning candles unattended.
FPW is the longest running public health and safety

observance on record. It’s been sponsored by the National
Fire Protection Association for the past 82 years. Its pur-
pose is to raise public awareness of fire dangers and the
simple prevention measures that should be practiced by
everyone.

The first National Fire Prevention day proclamation
was issued by President Woodrow Wilson in 1920. Since
1922, National Fire Prevention Week has been observed
the week of Oct. 9.  

So, why is this date chosen for FPW? Oct. 8 and 9
mark the anniversary of the great Chicago fire that
destroyed almost one third of the chicago homes in 1871.
The fire started on Oct. 8 at 9 p.m., it burned for 27 hours
destroying an area three fourths of a mile wide and four
miles long because the city’s roads, sidewalks and build-
ings were made of wood. The fire killed more than 250
people. More than 2,000 acres burned, 18,000 buildings
destroyed, and 100,000 Chicagoans lost their homes.

With summer ending, fall beginning and winter around
the corner, we should think about adjusting our driving
techniques to meet the changing road and weather condi-
tions.  This information might help you deal with the chal-
lenges of driving on wet, icy or snow-covered roads.

Wet roads— Be sure to slow your speed and leave a
safe distance between your vehicle and the vehicle in front
of you.

When it starts to rain, water mixes with the dust and oil
on the road to form a slick, greasy film. Fallen leaves on
the road can also reduce tire traction. The wet pavement
may make it harder for you to stay on the road on curves.
It will also take longer to stop your vehicle. 

On wet pavement, your tires may ride on the water
rather than the pavement. This is known as “hydroplan-
ing,” meaning loss of traction and control. Hydroplaning
can happen at speeds over 35 mph. In a severe rainstorm,
the tires can lose all contact with the road at 55 mph.

If you think your tires are hydroplaning, take your foot
off the accelerator and slow down. Don’t hit the brakes —
this may cause you to skid. To avoid hydroplaning:

✔ Have good tires with deep treads on your vehicle. 

✔ Keep tires properly inflated. 
✔ Slow down during rainstorms or when the pavement

is wet. 
✔ It is very dangerous to drive in fog. If you must drive

in fog, you should:
✔ Reduce your speed. 
✔ Be alert and ready to stop. 
✔ Keep your headlights on low beam. In fog, you will

see less if your lights are on high beam. 
If the fog becomes so thick you can’t see, pull com-

pletely off the road and stop. Leave your lights and emer-
gency flashers ON. 

Tires — Your vehicle should have tires that are rated
for driving in snow. If they are not, you should have chains
ready to put on your tires during bad weather.  Even if you
have snow tires or chains, you cannot drive safely on snow
or ice at normal speeds. If there is snow or ice on the road
- slow down.

Winter driving —Before leaving home, clean all snow
and ice off your windows, headlights and taillights. Be
sure your windshield wipers and defroster are working. No
matter how far you are going to drive, never start driving
until all snow and ice are removed and windows are clear.
Snow and ice has accumulated near  your parked car. To
pull out, start driving the car out slowly. If your tires start
to spin, try clearing a path by driving backwards and for-
