N O T I C E OF PLANNED FIVE-YEAR REVIEW for WHITEMAN AIR FORCE BASE
The United States Air Force (USAF) is preparing the third Five-Year Review (5YR) of the environmental cleanup program at Whiteman Air Force Base (WAFB). The USAF has been conducting environmental investigations and cleanup/monitoring activities since the 1980s to ensure continued protection of human health and the environment. The previous 5YR was published in 2016.  This 5YR will include six WAFB Environmental Restoration Program (ERP) sites; remedial actions at these sites are complete but remain in monitoring status because contaminants remain above levels suitable for unlimited use and unrestricted exposure.  These sites include ERP Sites LF003, LF011, LF013, SS030, LF034 and LF042.
[bookmark: _Hlk12431657]The 5YR is performed to ensure that the remedies at the above-noted six sites continue to be protective of human health and the environment. The review includes visual inspection of the sites; review of monitoring, performance, and maintenance records; evaluation of any relevant regulatory requirements established since the cleanup decision was finalized; and an evaluation of the protectiveness of the implemented remedies.

Interview requests must be submitted by 20 December 2019. The 5YR will include public input received by 08 January 2020. The final report is expected to be available in June 2020.
